Before starting to maintenance or cleaning, firstly unplug the plug supplying electricity to cooktop and turn down
gas valve.

4. Clean glass surfaces with special glass cleaning substances. As scratching of glass surfaces leads to breaking,
while cleaning glass surfaces, do not use abrasive cleaners or sharp metal scrapers.

. In the course of cleaning your cooktop, never use flammable materials such as acid, thinner and gas.
