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1. GENERAL SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

Important safety warnings

% Unpack the product carefully and be sure not fo throw away any part of the package before
having found all components of the product.

% Keep the product in a dry place out of reach of children.

% Read all cautions and instructions. The failure fo adhere fo warning cautions and instructions
may resulf in an accident, fire and/or a serious injury.

Packaging

The product is placed in a package preventing damage during transport. This package is a raw
material therefore it can be handed-over for recycling.

The ferm “power tool” in the instructions below
refers both to mains-operated (corded) power tool or baftery-operated (cordless) power tool.
Save all warnings and instructions for future reference.

Workplace

% Keep the work area clean and well lit. Cluttered or dark areas in the workplace invite
accidents. Store power tools that you don't currently use.

% Do not operafe power tools in environments with danger of occurrence of a fire or explosion,
such as in the presence of flammable liquids, gases, or dust. Power tools create sparks
which may ignite the dust or fumes.

% Keep unauthorised persons, especially children, away from the work area while operating
a power fool! Distractions can cause you fo lose control over the performed activity. In no
evenf leave your power tool unattended. Keep the equipment away from animals.

Electrical Safety

4. ADJUSTMENT AND OPERATION

% EQUIPMENT PROTECTION

% OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS
Familiarize yourself with the Rotary Hammer Drill before use.

% CAUTION
Make sure the dirill is isolated from the mains supply before fitting accessories.
Attach the handle as shown in fig 1 depending on being left handed or right
handed.

% SWITCHING THE DRILL ON AND OFF
The drill has a On\ Off switch (fig2) built in to the handle. Holding the drill with both
hands simply squeeze the trigger and the motor will start.
To switch off simply release the frigger.

% DRILL SETTING FOR WOOD AND METAL
Locate the dial on top of the drill (fig3). Note the symbols indicate hammer action
and drilling.
The other symbol is chisel action only (fig4).
For drilling metal and wood select the drill and hammer symbol (fig3). Select by
turning in either direction until the aligns with the arrow on the drill casting.

Located the larger lever selector to the rear of the drill near the On/Off switch (fig
5&6).

Turn the selector lever to the drill only symbol .

Normal drilling can be undertaken in this position.
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HAMMER ACTION
Simply rotate the rear lever to the drill/hammer symbol .

CHISELLING ACTION

Locate the dial on top of the drill and rotate it until the large hammer symbol® ‘|_T “aligns
with the arrow on the drill casing(fig4).

Locate the large lever to the rear of the drill (figs) near the On/Off switch. Turn the

selector lever to the hammer and drill symbol. ﬁ'ﬂ

INSERTING CHISELS BITS INTO THE QUICK RELEASE SDS

The chisel bits have slots in the shank. These locate with tabs in the drill.

Grip and pull back the black shrouding and insert the chisel shank.(fig7).

Push inwards until a resistance is felt.

It may be necessary to spin the chisel until the shaft drops completely in to place.
Once you are satisfied it has seated release the black shroud. This should lock the chisel
into position (fig8).

NOTE
The chisel will be gripped firmly by its shank and will not be able to be removed. If the
chisel is not located, repeat the installation operation again.

USING THE DEPTH GAUGE

Locate the depth gauge in the case. Insert in fo the handle.

After tightening the drill bit offer the tip up to the work piece.

Back off the depth gauge and measure the required depth from the work piece to the
tip of the depth gauge.

SAFETY WHEN USING THE ROTARY DRILL

It is a powerful drill. Caution needs to be observed when operating.

Dress in suitable overalls.

Safety boots are recommended at all times especially when using the chisel actions.
Proper safety gloves are also recommended.
