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GENERAL POWER TOOL SAFETY WARNINGS

This device is suited solely for the blowing of light and dry materials such as leaves, garden waste, grass,
small branches, and small pieces of paper.

This appliance is intended for use on private properties only.

This product is not infended for commercial use. Generally acknowledged accident prevention regulations
and enclosed safety Instructions must be observed.

Only perform work described in these Instructions for use. Any other use Is Improper. The manufacturer will
not assume responsibility for damage resulting from such use.

Work area safety

Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered or dark areas invite accidents.

Do not operate power fools In explosive afmospheres, such as In the presence of flammable liquids, gases
or dust. Power fools creafe sparks which may ignite the dust or fumes.

Keep children and bystanders away while operating a power tool. Distractions can cause you to lose control.

Electrical safety

a.

Power tool plugs must match the outlet. Never modify the plug in any way. Do not use any adapter plugs with
earthed (grounded) power tools.

Unmaodified plugs and matching outlefs will reduce risk of electric shock.

Avoid body contfact with earthed or grounded surfaces, such as pipes, radiators, ranges and refrigerators.
There is an increased risk of electric shock If your body Is earthed or grounded.

Do not expose power tools to rain or wet conditions.

Water entering a power tool will increase the risk of electric shock.

Do not abuse the cord. Never use the cord for carrying, pulling or unplugging the power fool. Keep cord away
from heat, oil, sharp edges or moving parts. Damaged or entangled cords increase the risk of electric shock.

When operating a power fool outdoors, use an extension cord suitable for outdoor use. Use of a cord
suitable for outdoor use reduces the risk of electric shock.

Personal safety

Stay alert, watch what you are doing and use common sense when operating a power tool. Do not use

a power tool while you are tired or under the influence of drugs, alcohol or medication. A moment of
Inattention while operating power tools may resulf in serious personal injury.

Use personal protective equipment. Always wear eye protfection. Profective equipment such as dust mask,
non-skid safety shoes, hard hat, or hearing profection used for appropriate conditions will reduce personal
injuries.

Prevent unintentional starting. Ensure the switch is in the off-position before connecting to power source
and/or battery pack, picking up or carrying the fool. Carrying power tools with your finger on the switch or
energising power fools that have the switch on Invites accidents.




Remove any adjusting key or wrench before furning the power tool on. A wrench or a key left attached to

a rotating part of the power fool may result in personal injury.

Do not overreach. Keep proper footing and balance at all times. This enables better control of the power fool
in unexpected situations.

Dress properly. Do not wear loose clothing or jewellery. Keep your hair, clothing and gloves away from
moving parts. Loose clothes, jewellery or long hair can be caught in moving parts.

If devices are provided for the connection of dust exiraction and collection facilities, ensure these are
connected and properly used. Use of dust collection can reduce dust-related hazards.

Power tool use and care

Do not force the power fool. Use the correct power tool for your application. The correct power tool will do the
job better and safer at the rate for which it was designed.

Do not use the power tool if the switch does not furn it on and off. Any power fool that cannot be controlled
with the switch is dangerous and must be repaired.

Disconnect the plug from the power source and/or the battery pack from the power tool before making any
adjustments, changing accessories, or storing power fools. Such preventive safety measures reduce the risk
of starting the power tool accidentally

Store idle power fools out of the reach of children and do not allow persons unfamiliar with the power tool or
these instructions to operate the power tool. Power fools are dangerous in the hands of untrained users.
Maintain power tools. Check for misalignment or binding of moving parts, breakage of parts and any other
condition that may affect the power tool’s operation. If damaged, have the power tool repaired before use.
Many accidents are caused by poorly maintained power fools.

Keep cutting fools sharp and clean. Properly mainfained cutting tools with sharp cufting edges are less likely
to bind and are easier fo control.

Use the power tool, and accessories In accordance with these Instructions, faking into account the working
conditions and the work to be performed.

Battery tool use and care

Ensure the switch is in the off position before inserting battery pack. Inserting the battery pack into power
fools that have the switch on invites accidents.

Recharge only with the charger specified by the manufacturer. A charger that is suitable for one type of
battery pack may create a risk of fire when used with another battery pack.

Use power fools only with specifically designated battery packs. Use of any other battery packs may create
arisk of injury and fire.

When battery pack is not in use, keep it away from other metal objects like paper clips, coins, keys, nails,
screws, or other small metal objects that can make a connection from one terminal to another. Shorting the
battery terminals fogether may cause burns or afire.

Under abusive conditions, liquid may be ejected from the battery; avoid contact. If contact accidentally
occurs, flush with water. If liquid contacts eyes, additionally seek medical help. Liquid ejected from the
battery may cause irritation or bums.
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Service
a. Have your power tool serviced by a qualified repair person using only identical replacement parts. This will
ensure that the safety of the power tool is mainfained.

Support the work properly.

If you are Interrupted when operating the fool, complefe the process and switch off before looking up.
Periodically check that all nuts, bolfs and other fixings are properly tightened.

When using the fool, use safety equipment Including safety glasses or shield, ear defenders, and protective
clothing Including safety gloves.

% Wear a dust mask if the cutting or sanding operation creates dust.

2. LEAF BLOWER SAFETY WARNINGS

% When working with the device, always mainfain a safe distance and natural body position.

% Always hold the device firmly In hand.

% Before starfing fo work, check the working area for animals and objects. Remove all objects that may be
slung away or become jammed in the cutting tool.

% No other persons or animals may be present within an area of 5 m around the working area, as they may

otherwise by Injured by objects being slung away.

Only work in good light and vision conditions.

Do not work above head height! Do not lean forward or back!

The operafor must wear tightly fitting clothing. Avoid wearing loose clothing. Wear sturdy shoes and long
frousers.

Take care when walking backwards. Danger of stumbling!

Never work in the rain.

Blowing of heavy materials such as metal, stones, branches, fir cones or broken glass is expressly forbidden.
When working with the device, ensure that there is sufficient lighting.

The whole blower nozzle piece must be used so that the airstream can work close fo the ground.

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6. OPERATION

1. Charging the battery pack

/\ CAUTION!

Checking the remaining capacity of the battery

% Press the battery capacity indicator switch button (9).

% The remaining capacity of the battery is displayed by the 4LED control lights (8). Battery capacity Indicator
as below:

All 4 LEDs are lit:
The battery is fully charged.

3 or 2 on LED(s) are lit:
The battery has an adequate remaining charge.

1 LED blinks:
The battery is empty, recharge the battery.

All LEDs blink:

The battery pack is too hot (e.g. due fo direct sunshine or prolonged use) or too cold (below 32°F/0°C).

Do not use or charge the baftery pack, make sure the battery femperature fo between 40°F (4°C) and 104°F
(40°C).
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2. Check before use!

4. Switching on and off

% To switch the machine on, turn the variable speed dial (2) fo (1/2/3/4/MAX) fo turn on and to Increase air
speed. (See Fig. G)
% To switch the machine off, turn the variable speed dial to (0).

5. Proper position

Hold the unif and the right hand at approximately hip level on the operating handle, balanced in a comfortable
way.

04 Note: Work with leaf blowers/vacuums may not be performed during normal quiet hours.
