Nemojte prskati ili prati hladnjak; ne stavljajte hladnjak na
vlazna mjesta lako se prskaju vodom kako ne bi utjecali na
elektricna izolacijska svojstva hladnjaka.

Hladnjak mora biti u zatvorenom prostoru s dobrom
ventilacijom, na ravnoj i €vrstoj povrsini (ako je nestabilan,
okrenite ga ulijevo ili udesno za niveliranje pomocu nozica).

Ovaj hladnjak treba samostalno instalirati i ne moze se
koristiti kao ugradbeni. U protivnom ¢ée uzrokovati probleme
kao Sto je neuspjesna ugradnja u element, a performanse i
vijek trajanja proizvoda su smanjeni.

Uredaj bi trebao biti smjesten u najhladnijem podrucju prostorije, daleko od uredaja
za proizvodniju topline ili cijevi za grijanje, te izvan izravnog suncevog svjetla.

Pustite da se topla hrana ohladi na sobnu temperaturu prije postavljanja u aparat.
Preopterecenje uredaja prisiljava kompresor da radi duze. Namirnice koje se
smrzavaju presporo moze izgubiti kvalitetu, ili pokvariti.

Dobro zamotajte namirnice i prebriSite spremnike prije spremanja u hladnjak. Tako

Hrana za kuhanje ne smije se stavljati u rashladnu komoru dok se ne ohladi na sobnu
temperaturu.
Hrana je preporucljivo zatvoriti prije stavljanja u hladnjak.
Staklene police mozete postaviti na viSu ili nizu razinu kako biste dobili optimalan prostor za
¢uvanje i jednostavnu uporabu.
Ledenica
Komora za smrzavanje niske temperature moze dugo drzati svjezu hranu i uglavnom se koristi
za skladiStenje smrznute hrane i izradu leda.
Komora za smrzavanje pogodna je za skladistenje mesa, ribe, rizinih kuglica i druge hrane koja
se ne smije konzumirati u kratkom roku.
Preporu¢amo da ve¢e komade mesa razreZete na manje dijelove za laksi pristup. Molimo, imajte
u vidu da se hrana konzumira unutar vremena ozna¢enom na polici.
Ladice, kutije za hranu, police itd. postavljene prema polozaju na gornjoj slici su energetski
najucinkovitije.

2.5 Starting

e After transportation, please let the product stay for more than 2 hours before
turning on the power, otherwise it will lead to a decrease in cooling capacity
or a damage to the product.

o Before putting any fresh or frozen foods, the refrigerator shall have run for 2-3
hours, or for above 4 hours in summer when the ambient temperature is high.

e Please pull out the plug in case of power failure or cleaning. Do not connect

the freezer to power supply within five minutes to prevent damages to the
compressor due to successive starts.

2.6 Energy saving tips

@ The appliance should be located in the coolest area of the room, away from heat producing
appliances or heating ducts, and out of the direct sunlight.

@ Let hot foods cool to room temperature before placing in the appliance. Overloading the appliance
forces the compressor to run longer. Foods that freeze too slowly may lose quality, or spoil.

o Be sure to wrap foods properly, and wipe containers dry before placing them in the appliance.
This cuts down on frost build-up inside the appliance.

® Appliance storage bin should not be lined with aluminum foil, wax paper, or paper toweling.
Liners interfere with cold air circulation, making the appliance less efficient.

e Organize and label food to reduce door openings and extended searches. Remove as many items
as needed at one time, and close the door as soon as possible.

Refrigerating chamber

® The Refrigerating Chamber is suitable for storage of a variety of fruits, vegetables, beverages and
other food consumed in the short term,suggested storage time 3days to 5days.

® Cooking foods shall not be put in the refrigerating chamber until cooled to room temperature.

® Foods are recommended to be sealed up before putting into the refrigerator.

® The glass shelves can be adjusted up or down for a reasonable amount of storage space and easy use.
Freezing chamber

® The low temperature freezing chamber may keep food fresh for a long time and it is mainly used to
store frozen foods and making ice.

® The freezing chamber is suitable for storage of meat, fish, rice balls and other foods not to be

consumed in short term.
® Chunks of meat are preferably to be divided into small pieces for easy access. Please be noted food

shall be consumed within the shelf time.

® The temperature should be set to “quick-freeze”, when you want to refrigerate foods quickly.
Drawers, food boxes, shelves, etc. placed according to the position in the picture above are the most
energy efficient.
Note: Storage of too much food during operation after the initial connection to power may adversely
affect the freezing effect of the refrigerator. Foods stored shall not block the air outlet; or otherwise
the freezing effect will also be adversely affected.

1) Lock and unlock

In the non locking state, press the key Hold 3sec. uniock for 3 seconds to enter the operation locking state,
and the locking pattern is displayed & .

In the locked state, press the key Hola ssec uniock for 3 seconds to display the unlocking &  pattern
and unlock.

After 30 seconds without key operation, the refrigerator will automatically enter the locked state.

The following functions must be operated in the unlocked state.

2) Mode setting
Press the key wmope , and the super cooling & , super freezing & and vacation R modes cycle
in the following ways:

In vacation mode, the temperature of the freezer is automatically set to -18 C, tthe refrigerating chamber
is closed.

In the quick cooling mode, the temperature of the refrigerating chamber is automatically set to 2 C; When
exiting the quick cooling mode, the set temperature of the refrigerating chamber will automatically return to

the set temperature before the quick cooling mode.

Exit the quick cooling mode if one of the following conditions is met:

-Exit the quick cooling mode through key operation;

‘Rapid cooling time 2 6h;




In the quick freezing mode, the freezing chamber temperature is automatically set to -24 C; When exiting
the quick freezing mode, the set temperature of the freezing chamber will automatically return to the set
temperature before the quick freezing mode.

Exit the quick freezing mode when one of the following conditions is met:

-Exit the quick freezing mode by pressing the key

-Quick freezing time = 24h

Note: power on after power failure, and operate the freezer at -18 C and the refrigerator at 5 C after quick
cooling and quick freezing exit.

Note: The quick-freezing function is designed to maintain the nutritional value of the food in the freezer. It can
freeze the food in the shortest time. If a large amount of food is frozen at one time, it is recommended that the
user turn on the quick-freezing function and put the food in. At this time, the freezing speed of the freezer
compartment is increased, which can quickly freeze the food, effectively lock the nutrition of the food, and
facilitate storage.

3) Temperature setting of refrigerating chamber

Press the key TEMP. SELECT to select the refrigerating chamber @B | freezing chamber @8 and the temperature
zone icon and the set temperature of the corresponding icon will be displayed;

Select the room to be adjusted, and press the up temperature key A to adjust the temperature upward. Each
time you press it, the temperature will be increased by 1 degree;

Select the room to be adjusted, press the down temperature key v to adjust the temperature downward. Each
time you press it, the temperature will be reduced by 1 degree;

The setting range of refrigerating chamber is 2 ~8 C, and the setting range of freezing chamber is -24 ~-16 C;
The new set temperature takes effect after locking.

When it is set to the boundary value, pressing the corresponding temperature adjustment key will prompt the
key invalid sound.

Recommended setting: Refrigerated chamber 4 C, freezing chamber - 18 C.

4) Door opening prompt tone

When the refrigerator door is opened, the door opening music ring
At the same time, long press the "up temperature key + down temperature key" combination key for 3 seconds
to turn on / off the door opening prompt tone (on by default).

5) Door opening alarm

When the refrigerator door is not closed for more than 120 seconds, the refrigerator sounds an alarm sound,
indicating that the door is not closed. Please close the door in time or click any key in the operation area of the
display screen to close the alarm sound.(If the door is not closed for a long time, the food will be damaged.
Please close the door in time)

6)Storage upon power failure
In case of power failure, the instant working state will be locked and maintained till re-electrification.

7)Fault indication

The following warnings appearing on the display indicate corresponding faults of the refrigerator. Though

the refrigerator may still have cold storage function with the following faults, the user shall contact a maintenance
specialist for maintenance, so as to ensure optimized operation of the appliance.

4 Maintenance and care of the refrigerator

4.1 Overall cleaning

® Dusts behind the refrigerator and on the ground shall be timely cleaned to improve the cooling effect and
energy saving.

® Check the door gasket regularly to make sure there are no debris. Clean the door gasket with a soft cloth
dampened with soapy water or diluted detergent.

® The interior of the refrigerator should be cleaned regularly to avoid odor.

® Please turn off the power before cleaning interior, remove all foods, drinks ,shelves, drawers, etc.

® Use a soft cloth or sponge to clean the inside of the refrigerator, with two tablespoons of baking soda and
a quart of warm water. Then rinse with water and wipe clean. After cleaning, open the door and let it dry
naturally before turning on the power.

® For areas that are difficult to clean in the refrigerator (such as narrow sandwiches, gaps or corners), it is
recommended to wipe them regularly with a soft rag, soft brush, etc. and when necessary, combined with
some auxiliary tools (such as thin sticks) to ensure no contaminants or bacterials accumulation in these
areas.

o Do not use soap, detergent, scrub powder, spray cleaner, etc., as these may cause odors in the interior of
the refrigerator or contaminated food.

o Clean the bottle frame, shelves and drawers with a soft cloth dampened
with soapy water or diluted detergent. Dry with a soft cloth or dry naturally.

® Wipe the outer surface of the refrigerator with a soft cloth dampened
with soapy water, detergent,etc., and then wipe dry.

® Do not use hard brushes, clean steel balls, wire brushes, abrasives
(such as toothpastes), organic solvents (such as alcohol, acetone,
banana oil, etc.), boiling water, acid or alkaline items, which may
damage the fridge surface and interior. Boiling water and organic
solvents such as benzene may deform or damage plastic parts. 0-

@ Do not rinse directly with water or other liquids during cleaning to
avoid short circuits or affect electrical insulation after immersion. ®

( A Please unplug the refrigerator for defrost and cleaning.)

4.2 Cleaning of door tray
® According to the direction arrow in the figure below, use both hands to squeeze the tray,
and push it upward, then you can take it out.

e After washing the tray having been taken out, you can adjust its installing height
in accordance with your requirement.

4.3 Cleaning of Glass shelf

o As the innermost part of the refrigerator liner where contacting the shelves has a backstop,
you shall raise the shelves upward, then you can be able to take it out.

4.4 Defrosting
® The refrigerator is made based on the air-cooling principle and thus has automatic defrosting function.
Frost formed due to change of season or temperature may also be manually removed by disconnection
of the appliance from power supply or by wiping with a dry towel.

4.5 Out of operation

® Power failure: In case of power failure, even if it is in summer, foods inside the appliance can be kept for
several hours; during the power failure, the times of door opening shall be reduced, and no more fresh
food shall be put into the appliance.

® |ong-time nonuse: The appliance shall be unplugged and then cleaned; then the doors are left open
to prevent odor.

e Moving: Before the refrigerator is moved, take all objects inside out, fix the glass partitions, vegetable holder,
freezing chamber drawers and etc. with tape, and tighten the leveling feet; close the doors and fix them
with tape. During moving, the appliance shall not be laid upside down or horizontally, or be vibrated;
the inclination during movement shall be no more than 45°.

The appliance shall run continuously once it is started. Generally, the operation of the
C appliance shall not be interrupted;otherwise the service life may be impaired )

Check whether the appliance is connected to power or whether the plug
is in well contact .

Check whether the voltage is too low.

Check whether there is a power failure or partial circuits have tripped.

Odorous foods shall be tightly wrapped.
Check whether there is any rotten food.
Clean the inside of the refrigerator.

Long operation of the refrigerator is normal in summer when the ambient
temperature is high.

It is not recommended having too much food in the appliance at the same time.
Food shall get cool before being put into the appliance.

The doors are opened too frequently.

Check whether the refrigerator is connected to power supply and whether
the illuminating light is damaged.

The door is stuck by food packages.
The refrigerator is tilted.

Check whether the floor is level and whether the refrigerator is placed stably.
Check whether accessories are placed at proper locations.

Remove foreign matters on the door seal.
Heat the door seal and then cool it for restoration (or blow it with an electrical
drier or use a hot towel for heating).

There is too much food in the chamber or food stored contains too much
water,resulting in heavy defrosting.

The doors are not closed properly, resulting in frosting due to entry of air
and increased water due to defrosting.

Heat dissipation of the built-in condenser via the housing, which is normal.
When housing becomes hot due to high ambient temperature and storage
of too much food,it is recommended to provide sound ventilation to facilitate
heat dissipation.

Condensation on the exterior surface and door seals of the refrigerator is
normal when the ambient humidity is too high. Just wipe the condensate
with a clean towel.

Buzz: The compressor may produce buzzes during operation, and the buzzes
are loud particularly upon start or stop. This is normal.
Creak: Refrigerant flowing inside of the appliance may produce creak, which

is normal.
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
