Charging the battery

Connect the battery charger to your phone and plug 
into the socket.

�To reduce power consumption and energy waste 
when the battery is fully charged, disconnect 
your charger from the plug; switch off Bluetooth 
or background-running applications when not in 
use; reduce the backlight time, etc.
