1.2.1	Set up
① �With the device facing down, remove the back cover 

by using your fingernail to carefully lift the cover 
from the device body.

② �To insert SIM card or micro SD card, push the SIM 
card or micro SD card into the card slot with the 
gold-colored contacts facing down.Power off your 
phone before inserting or removing the SIM/micro 
SD card.

③ �Insert the battery by connecting the gold contacts 
in the device battery cavity.

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Charging the battery

•	 Think of activating your phone's Power saving mode 
(Settings > Power saving mode) to stop charging 
at 80% battery level, for a longer battery life.
