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1 Sigurnosne upute
1.1 Upozorenje

Upozorenje: opasnost od pozara / zapaljivih materijala

Prije uporabe uklonite svu ambalazu, uklju€ujuéi stiropor,
liepljive vrpce i polistirensku pjenu iz unutrasnjosti hladnjaka;
odlijepite zastitnu foliju s vrata i vanjskih dijelova hladnjaka.

Drzite se podalje od topline i izbjegavajte izravnu sunéevu
svjetlost. Ledenicu nemojte stavljati na vlazna mjesta kako
biste sprijecili hrdu ili smanjenje izolacijskog ucinka.

Nemojte prskati ili prati hladnjak; nemojte stavljati hladnjak
na vlazna mjesta koja se lako mogu poprskati vodom kako
ne biste utjecali na svojstva elektri¢ne izolacije hladnjaka.

Hladnjak mora biti u zatvorenom prostoru s dobrom
ventilacijom, na ravnoj i ¢vrstoj povrsini (ako je nestabilan,
okrenite ga ulijevo ili udesno za niveliranje pomocu nozica).

Gornji prostor hladnjaka mora biti ve¢i od 30 cm, i hladnjak
treba postaviti uza zid sa slobodnim razmakom vise od 10
cm kako bi se olak$alo odvodenje topline.

Mjere opreza prije instalacije:

Crtezi proizvoda i dijelova samo su informativne naravi pa postoji
mogucénost drugadijeg izgleda proizvoda u stvarnosti.. Prije postavljanja i
podeSavanja dodataka, potrebno je osigurati da je hladnjak iskljuen iz

struje.

Moraju se poduzeti mjere opreza kako bi se sprijecilo da pad ru¢ke uzrokuje

2.6 Savjeti za ustedu energije

Uredaj bi trebao biti smjesten u najhladnijem podrucju prostorije, daleko od uredaja
za proizvodniju topline ili cijevi za grijanje, te izvan izravnog suncevog svjetla.

Pustite da se topla hrana ohladi na sobnu temperaturu prije postavljanja u aparat.
Preopterecenje uredaja prisiljava kompresor da radi duze. Namirnice koje se
smrzavaju presporo moze izgubiti kvalitetu, ili pokvariti.

Dobro zamotajte namirnice i prebriSite spremnike prije spremanja u hladnjak. Tako
¢ete smanijiti stvaranje inja unutar uredaja.

Kanta za odlaganje aparata ne smije se biti obloZzena aluminijskom folijom, voskom
papirom ili papirnatim ruénikom. Obloge ometaju cirkulaciju hladnog zraka, $to uredaj
¢ini manje ucinkovitim.

Organizirajte i oznacite hranu kako biste smanijili otvore vrata i proSirena
pretrazivanja. Uklonite $to viSe stavki koliko je potrebno u jednom trenutku i zatvorite
vrata $to je prije moguce.

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4. Odrzavanje i briga o uredaju
4.1 Opcenito ciSc¢enje

Prasine iza hladnjaka i na tlu moraju se pravovremeno ocistiti kako bi se pobolj§ao uc¢inak hladenja i
usteda energije.

Redovito provjeravajte brtvu vrata kako biste bili sigurni da nema ostataka. Brtvu vrata o€istite mekom
krpom navlazenom sapunicom ili razrijedenim deterdzentom.

Unutrasnjost hladnjaka treba redovito Cistiti kako bi se izbjegao miris.

Iskljucite napajanje prije ¢iS¢enja interijera, uklonite svu hranu, pi¢e, police, ladice itd.

Koristite meku krpu ili spuzvu za ¢is¢enje unutrasnjosti hladnjaka, s dvije Zlice sode bikarbone i Cetvrt
litre tople vode. Zatim isperite vodom i obrisite. Nakon ¢iS¢enja otvorite vrata i pustite da se prirodno
osuse prije uklju¢ivanja napajanja.

Za podrucja koja se tesko Ciste u hladnjaku (kao $to su uski sendvici, praznine ili kutovi), preporucuje se
redovito ih brisati mekom krpom, mekom ¢etkom itd. nakupljanje zagadivaca ili bakterijskih bakterija u
tim podrucjima.

Nemojte koristiti sapun, deterdzent, prosirnu u prahu, sredstvo za ¢iséenje rasprsivaca itd., jer to moze
uzrokovati mirise u unutradnjosti hladnjaka ili kontaminiranu hranu.
Ocistite okvir boce, police i ladice mekom krpom navlazenom sapunicom
ili razrijedenim deterdZzentom.

2.6 Energy saving tips

® Clear the drain pipe (to use soft materials to prevent damage to the liner), Prepare the water containers for

defrosting.
(pay attention to clean the compressor compartment water draining tray,Avoding overflow to the ground).
® You can use the natural temperature for the natural defrost, you can also use the ice shovel to eliminate the
frost (to use plastic or wooden ice shovel, for avoding damage to the liner or pipe)
® You can also use the appropriate amount of hot water to speed up the defrost, with a dry towel to dry
the water after defrosting.
® After defrosting, put back the foods in cabinet , and power on the refrigerator.

4.3 Stop using

® Power failure: In case of power failure, even if it is in summer, foods inside the appliance can be kept for
several hours; during the power failure, the times of door opening shall be reduced, and no more fresh
food shall be put into the appliance.

® | ong-time nonuse: The appliance shall be unplugged and then cleaned; then the doors are left open
to prevent odor.

® Moving: Before the refrigerator is moved, take all objects inside out, fix the glass partitions, vegetable holder,
freezing chamber drawers and etc. with tape, and tighten the leveling feet; close the doors and seal them
with tape. During moving, the appliance shall not be laid upside down or horizontally, or be vibrated;
the inclination during movement shall be no more than 45°.

AThe appliance shall run continuously once it is started. Generally, the operation of the appliancﬁ
C shall not be interrupted; or otherwise the service life may be impaired

Check whether the appliance is connected to power or

whether the plug is in well contact

Check whether the voltage is too low

Odorous foods shall be tightly wrapped

Clean the inside of the refrigerator

Long operation of the refrigerator is normal in summer

when the ambient temperature is high

It is not suggestible having too much food in the appliance at the same time
Food shall get cool before being put into the appliance

The doors are opened too frequently

Check whether the refrigerator is connected to power supply and
whether the illuminating light is damaged
Have the light replaced by a specialist

The door is stuck by food packages Too much food is placed
The refrigerator is tilted

Check whether the floor is level and whether the refrigerator is placed stably
Check whether accessories are placed at proper locations

Remove foreign matters on the door seal
Heat the door seal and then cool it for restoration
(or blow it with an electrical drier or use a hot towel for heating)

There is too much food in the chamber or food stored contains

too much water,resulting in heavy defrosting

The doors are not closed properly, resulting in frosting due to entry
of air and increased water due to defrosting

Heat dissipation of the built-in condenser via the housing, which is normal
When housing becomes hot due to high ambient temperature,

storage of too much food or shutdown of the compressor is shut down,

provide sound ventilation to facilitate heat dissipation

Condensation on the exterior surface and door seals of the refrigerator

is normal when the ambient humidity is too high. Just wipe the condensate
with a clean towel.

Buzz: The compressor may produce buzzes during operation, and the buzze:
are loud particularly upon start or stop. This is normal.

Creak: Refrigerant flowing inside of the appliance may produce creak,
which is normal.
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
