1.1 Upozorenje

Uredaj bi trebao biti smjesten u najhladnijem podrucju prostorije, daleko od uredaja
za proizvodniju topline ili cijevi za grijanje, te izvan izravnog suncevog svjetla.

Pustite da se topla hrana ohladi na sobnu temperaturu prije postavljanja u aparat.
Preopterecenje uredaja prisiljava kompresor da radi duze. Namirnice koje se
smrzavaju presporo moze izgubiti kvalitetu, ili pokvariti.

Dobro zamotajte namirnice i prebriSite spremnike prije spremanja u hladnjak. Tako
¢ete smanijiti stvaranje inja unutar uredaja.

Kanta za odlaganje aparata ne smije se biti obloZena aluminijskom folijom, voskom
papirom ili papirnatim ru¢nikom.

4. Odrzavanje i briga o uredaju
4.1 Opcenito ciSc¢enje

Prasine iza hladnjaka i na tlu moraju se pravovremeno ocistiti kako bi se pobolj§ao uc¢inak hladenja i
usteda energije.

Redovito provjeravajte brtvu vrata kako biste bili sigurni da nema ostataka. Brtvu vrata o€istite mekom
krpom navlazenom sapunicom ili razrijedenim deterdzentom.

Unutrasnjost hladnjaka treba redovito Cistiti kako bi se izbjegao miris.

Iskljucite napajanje prije ¢iS¢enja interijera, uklonite svu hranu, pi¢e, police, ladice itd.

Koristite meku krpu ili spuzvu za ¢is¢enje unutrasnjosti hladnjaka, s dvije Zlice sode bikarbone i Cetvrt
litre tople vode. Zatim isperite vodom i obrisite. Nakon ¢iS¢enja otvorite vrata i pustite da se prirodno
osuse prije uklju¢ivanja napajanja.

Za podrucja koja se tesko Ciste u hladnjaku (kao $to su uski sendvici, praznine ili kutovi), preporucuje se
redovito ih brisati mekom krpom, mekom ¢etkom itd. nakupljanje zagadivaca ili bakterijskih bakterija u
tim podrucjima.

Nemojte koristiti sapun, deterdzent, prosirnu u prahu, sredstvo za ¢iséenje rasprsivaca itd., jer to moze
uzrokovati mirise u unutradnjosti hladnjaka ili kontaminiranu hranu.
Ocistite okvir boce, police i ladice mekom krpom navlazenom sapunicom
ili razrijedenim deterdZzentom. Osusite mekom krpom ili prirodno osusite.
Obrisite vanjsku povrsinu hladnjaka mekom krpom navlazenom
sapunicom, deterdZentom itd., a zatim osusite.

4.2 Kad uredaj ne radi

e Prekid napajanja: Nestane li struje, ¢ak i ljeti se namirnice mogu Cuvati u hladnjaku

jo$ nekoliko sati; u tom razdoblju izbjegavajte pre€esto otvaranje vrata i nemojte
dodavati svjeze namirnice.

e Dugotrajna neuporaba: Uredaj se mora iskljuciti, a zatim ocistiti; zatim su vrata

otvorena kako bi se sprijeCio miris.

e Premjestanje: Prije pomicanja hladnjaka, sasvim ga ispraznite, ljepljivom vrpcom

ucvrstite staklene dijelove, ladicu za povrce, ladice ledenice itd. te zategnite nozice
za niveliranje; zatvorite vrata i fiksirajte ljepljivom vrpcom. Tijekom premjestanja,
aparat ne smije biti postavljen naopako ili vodoravno, niti treba vibrirati; nagib tijekom
kretanja ne smije biti ve¢i od 45 °.

4. Maintenance and care of the appliance

4.1 Cleaning

® Dusts behind the refrigerator and on the ground shall be timely
cleaned to improve the cooling effect and energy saving.

@ Check the door gasket regularly to make sure there are no debris.
Clean the door gasket with a soft cloth dampened with soapy water
or diluted detergent.

® The interior of the refrigerator should be cleaned regularly to avoid odor.

® Please turn off the power before cleaning interior, remove all foods,
drinks ,shelves, drawers, etc.

® Use a soft cloth or sponge to clean the inside of the refrigerator, with
two tablespoons of baking soda and a quart of warm water. Then
rinse with water and wipe clean. After cleaning, open the door and
let it dry naturally before turning on the power.

® For areas that are difficult to clean in the refrigerator (such as narrow sandwiches, gaps or
corners), itis recommended to wipe them regularly with a soft rag, softbrush, etc. and
when necessary,combined with some auxiliary tools (such as thin sticks) to ensure no
contaminants or bacterials accumulation in these areas.

® Do not use soap, detergent, scrub powder, spray cleaner, etc., as these may cause odors
in the interior of the refrigerator or contaminated food.

® Clean the bottle frame, shelves and drawers with a soft cloth dampened with soapy water
or diluted detergent. Dry with a soft cloth or dry naturally.

® Wipe the outer surface of the refrigerator with a soft cloth dampened with soapy water,
detergent, etc., and then wipe dry.

® Do notuse hard brushes, clean steel balls, wire brushes, abrasives(such as toothpastes),
organic solvents (such as alcohol, acetone, banana oil, etc.), boiling water, acid
or alkaline items, which may damage the cooler surface and interior. Boiling water
and organic solvents such as benzene may deform or damage plastic parts.

® Do notrinse directly with water or other liquids during cleaning to avoid short
circuits or affect electrical insulation afterimmersion.

4.2 Stop using

® Power failure: In case of power failure, even if it is in summer, foods inside the appliance can be kept for
several hours; during the power failure, the times of door opening shall be reduced, and no more fresh
food shall be put into the appliance.

@ Long-time nonuse: The appliance shall be unplugged and then cleaned; then the doors are left open
to prevent odor.

o Moving: Before the refrigerator is moved, take all objects inside out, fix the glass partitions, vegetable holder,
freezing chamber drawers and etc. with tape, and tighten the levelling feet; close the doors and fix them
with tape. During moving, the appliance shall not be laid upside down or horizontally, or be vibrated;
the inclination during movement shall be no more than 45°.Do not hold the door and hinge when moving
this unit.
